Are your paragraphs complete? Do they support the intent of your
paper?

Are your paragraphs in the right order?

Does your writing have a logical flow, or are there awkward
transitions between paragraphs/sentences?

Do your paragraphs all begin with a topic sentence?

Are your sentences in the right order? Are your sentences clear?
Do your subjects and verbs all agree?

Do you use the active voice throughout the entire paper?

Do you have enough examples/evidence to support your argument?
Is your evidence logical?

Do you a balanced number of quotes, paraphrasing, and summary?
Does your conclusion actually finish your paper?

Are your sources properly cited?
